Hartranft Statug Upveiled.

HArrisBURG, Pa., May 12.—The equestrian
statue of Major-Gen. john F. Hartranft in
Capitol Park was unveiled this afternoon in the
presence of a large concourse of people. These
exercises were followed by a parade, in which

the survivors of the Third Division of the Ninth
Army Corps, commanded by Gen. Hartranft in
the civil war, had the right of line.
Postmaster-General Smith, ’6x, Secretary of
War Alger, and Adjutant-General Corbin were

were present at the unveiling.

The statue was designed by F. Wellington
Ruckstuhl of New York,and is regarded as one
of the most artistic and litelike equestrian statues
in the country. It represents Gen. Hartranft
returning from war, receiving the plaudits of the
people.

It may not be generally known in the college |

that Gen. Hartranft was one of its alumni of the
class of 1853. It was during his term as
governor of Pennsylvania that he revisited his
Alma Mater in company with Governor Hofl-
man of New York, governor of that state, and
also an alumni of 1846
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Obituary.

JUDGE JOHN E. MANN, ’43.

Judge John E. Mann died at Milwaukee,

Wis., May 1st. 1899. He was born at Scho-

harie, N. Y., March 4th, 18zr1. He entered

the sophomore class of Williams college in 1840, -

and after two years of close application he left

this college to enter Union college in Schenec-

tady, where the following year he graduated in
the classical course. He then read law, and was
admitted to the bar in the year 1847. In 1854
he went to Wisconsin, locating at West Bend.
In 1857 he was elected Judge of the Third Circuit
to fill the vacancy caused by the resignation of
Judge Larrabee. The following April he was
clected for a term of six years, and served until
1359, when he decided to go to Milwaukee
where he practiced law until 1874, when he was
appointed Judge of the County Court by Gov.
Taylor. Judge Mann was at the head of this
court until the Superior Court was created.
Since then he has devoted all of his time and
attention to the Probate Court. Judge Mann
was not a partisan, though his sentiments have
always classed him as a Democrat. His wife,
three daughters and a son survive him.
